The labourer
depending on a daily wage has no one to hire. The children are loosing their
education and future. Extra judicial killings and abductions have not
decreased. People are frightened to live in their own homes. The war clouds
looms large over the head.

A gloomy picture unfolds itself as the second month ends this year.

The plight of the ordinary family or persons have not been considered by those
who govern and by those at war. It is most painful to see the faces of our own
children deprived of their childhood joys asking us the adult members of this
society, “why did you permit this to happen to us?” This ethnic conflict of over
25 years has brought into our society a generation of youngsters for whom the
future is a permanent question and never an answer.

Let not life become a never ending question and a puzzle.
Let life become a blessing for all and a 10v to BE.
